Dixieland musicians who play to praise God 
in their own, special, joyous way.  Many of 
the “Elders” are, in fact, ordained elders in 

the Presbyterian Church.   
 

Dixieland jazz had its roots in the Negro 
spirituals from the time of slavery.  This vo-
cal music was adapted in the late 19

th
 cen-

tury by New Orleans African-American in-
strumentalists who played for weddings, fu-
nerals, baptisms, and virtually every signifi-
cant event in the community.  Although lat-
er secularized, jazz was originally spiritual-
ly based and the Elders of Jazz play “in the 
spirit” as a ministry at churches and events 
throughout Northeast Ohio, blending Dixie-

land style with humor and singalongs.
