City Administration is working with the new insurance carrier for the transition to the pool concept. They are
presently inventorying assets and familiarizing themselves with our account.
NOPEC (Northern Ohio Public Energy Council) is presently renegotiating rates for the aggregation group,
which WH is a part of. Our current gas supplier is Next Era Energy Services with a fixed rate of $2.71 per
mcf.

We will make this price available both on the website and via our NOPEC flyers in City Hall
lobby as soon as the information is available to us.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT - Law Director Thomas G. Lobe
Just a brief and quick summary of litigation primarily the Albertone Case which is brought on behalf of a new
resident who purchased the lot and then built a home on Fowler Drive. As | had told you there was an initial
lawsuit filed and they have now filed an amended Complaint; we’ll be answering the amended Complaint and the
factual issue is that while doing excavation work for the new house they found the old water treatment plant still
on the property that we thought was going to be removed in 2005 and let me assure everybody that the facts that
everybody agrees to at this time is that Willoughby Hills never owned the real estate, Willoughby Hills did not
operate the treatment plant at anytime, Willoughby Hills did not contract for the removal of the water treatment
plant and Willoughby Hills did not sell the real estate or involve in ownership or transfer of it, but yet we’re sued.
And so we are working through that issue because of some documents that were in our file; we’ll have to defend it.
As you know I’ve passed this thing on the first time to our insurance company, Cutiss and for the first time in
about twenty years they denied a claim so | was handling it myself. So now with the amended Complaint, I’ve
resent it in. 1 don’t hold a lot of hope based on the actions respectfully of this Council at the last meeting
s0...because we changed insurance carriers and they had already turned us down so, and they turned us down the
first time. So | just want to tell you that | will probably still continue to be representing them in that regard or
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representing the City in that regard and they added a few new claims and a few more damages and just so you
know we’re in the legal matter with CT, Rich lafelice, individually; ourselves and Andy’s excavating so that’s
where it stands, nothing new, just an amended Complaint was filed; so this is an update and | haven’t given you
one in awhile.

President Somich: We do, we actually do have and it, typically what happens is that the Chair of the
Recreation Committee is the one that either goes to the meetings or assigns someone to go in his behalf. So |
also wanted to apologize on behalf of Council, I was not aware that we were missing 80% of the meetings.
So I’m not sure what the reasoning is on that, what the problem is...

Councilman Plecnik: Mr. President, as we discussed at the beginning of the year, | had told Council that
doing the semester | would be unable to go the Recreation Commission meetings but everybody said at the
Organizational Meeting that they would not be able to attend virtually any of the meetings. So it was decided
that me going to the meetings during the summers and when we were not in semester would be sufficient.
But Cleveland State usually requires Professors to teach one night class a semester and | am indeed teaching a
night class this semester. And | am able to order it so that it doesn’t conflict with Council Meetings but if you
are going to have Tuesday, Thursday free they’re not going to give you Monday, Wednesday free and the
Recreation Commission meets on Wednesdays. So because every other member on Council said that they
would miss more meetings than I, | volunteered to go so that we would at least get some of them. But during
the semester night classes prohibit me from being able to go to Wednesday evening meetings.

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-40

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PART ONE - ADMINISTRATIVE CODE, TITLE NINE -
TAXATION, BY THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A NEW CHAPTER 186 - INCOME TAX EFFECTIVE
FOR TAX YEARS BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2016 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE
