Gloria felt it would be better to have the Lions handle the concession stand as they do this at many events 
and have a stock of items. We will give up the profit. This event has been sent in for newspaper listing and once the craft 
demos are set, Gloria would like to  heavily promote the event. Barb Araps and Gloria Majeski are planning a bake sale and 
welcome baked good contributions. Volunteers are needed. Halloween Party. Gloria is working on planning this. The 
Commission suggested a fee be charged for non-residents.
