 Our Service Dept. began to pick up leaves this week, reminding us that winter is 
on its way.  Residents are reminded to consider installing a “snow shield” near their 
mailbox to protect the box from the heavy snow often times thrown by our plows.  
Several residents who have installed these shields have been saved the aggravation of 
mailbox repairs or replacement.  The Service Department will continue to pick up leaves, 
making daily passes through the city, until it begins to snow.  There is no need to call 
City Hall as notification that your leaves are out; they will be picked up as the workers 
make their way through the city streets.

Bridge, Camelot Court and Eddy Road.  Thank you for your patience during these 
construction projects.
